Description:  Each student will work in groups of one, two, or three to provide a visual demonstration of Newton’s three laws of motion.

Requirements:  
1. The video must be at least 3 minutes long, but should take less than 5 minutes.

2. Each person in your group must appear at least once in the video.  You are responsible for ensuring that each member of your group contributes equally to the final product.

3. The video must clearly state each of Newton’s laws, and the presentation must be scientifically accurate.

4. The quality of sound and lighting should be reasonably great.

5. If you use graphics or subtitles, your spelling and grammar should be without error.

6. If you use music in the background, use good judgment.  (Think conservatively.)

7. You should not break any laws in the process of filming this, nor should you place yourself or others in danger of physical harm.

8. This project is due at the first of class, Monday, November 23rd, 2009.  We will begin watching the videos at that time.  Your grade will be severely penalized if you do not have a working video available at this time.

9. A parent or legal guardian must sign the bottom of this sheet before you begin.  This sheet must be signed and returned by Friday, October 30th.

10. It is your responsibility to ensure that the video can be viewed.  I would like to have a copy of your video on something that I can keep (preferably a DVD).
